English
This term we will share lots of stories written by our class author.
We will also share the books ‘The Tear Thief” and ‘The Secret

Mathematics

We will be focusing on Place Value, addition, subtraction, length and
perimeter this term in Mathematics. We would be grateful if you
could practise and consolidate the 2, 3, 5 and 10 times tables
with your child (forwards and backwards)

Theme/Science

In the first part of the Autumn Term our theme is ‘*Knowing me,
knowing you’ and then we will be studying Black History. We will
look at a range of different stories about Wangari Maathai who was
the first Female African Nobel Peace Prize winner

During Autumn 1 in Science, we will be studying Animals including
humans, bones, skeletons, muscles, nutrition and movement.

During the second half of the Autumn Term we will focus on Science
and our topic will be called ‘Forces and Magnets'.

Our PE day this term is Wednesday. PE
is part of our academy curriculum and we
expect all children to come to school
wearing their academy PE kit so that
