START OF DAY ACTIVITY (SODA)

It
would be really beneficial if you could listen to
your child read and discuss their book with them.
Ask them questions about it. Ask them to retell
the story. Stop halfway through and ask them to
guess what will happen next. This helps to
support their understanding. Books will be
changed on a Thursday.
