* Continue to learn a range of rhymes & songs.

learn about special times for others.
* Begin to make sense of their own life-story & family’s history
* Continue to develop positive attitudes about the differences between
people.
* Explore how things change at different stages when baking.
* Begin to gain an understanding of past and present in the wider world by
comparing life in the stone age and now.




Learning to share with your child at home

*Below are a number of activities that both you and your child could enjoy together allowing them to consolidate their learning by enforcing links between the
classroom and the outside world.

e Share a book with your child daily, making it a fun and special time. Encourage your child to tell you something they remember about the story.
e Encourage your child to look for numbers when you are out and about, e.g house numbers, numbers on buses.

e Provide regular opportunities for your child to count e.g when selecting sweets or biscuits, or counting steps when going upstairs.

e Ask your child to share out toys, coins, sweets and ask them who has more and who has fewer and how they could make them the same.

e Encourage your child to make marks at every opportunity e.g by drawing a picture for a friend, writing their name in a birthday card, helping you with a
shopping list, using chalks to draw on the path outside.

e Talk to your child about their school session. Ask them to tell you what they enjoyed, what story they heard, what songs they sang etc
e Encourage your child to recognise and write their name at every opportunity e.g write it on a card and on their drawings.
e Spot shapes in the environment and ask your child to tell you about the shape ie a road sign that is a triangle. It has 3 straight sides.

HOME LEARNING SUMMER TERM FOCUS - LITERACY.

e Read arange of both story and information books, talking about them with your child and asking simple questions about what you have read.

e Listen for words beginning with the same sound — play simple games e.g ‘Il spy’, or ‘Kim’s game’, focusing on collections of objects beginning with the
same sound, then encourage them to distinguish between different initial sounds.

e Recite / sing a range of simple rhymes or read rhyming stories, missing out the final word & asking your child to predict the word, based on the rhyming
pattern.

e Play a simple ‘Simon says’ game, e.g ‘Simon says tap your h-ea-d’, to support your child with simple oral blending.
e When reading with your child ask them to tell you about the different parts of the book such as front cover, title, author, page numbers, back cover, blurb.
e Clap the syllables in words such as animals, household objects, family names. Talk about if it is a short word like dog or a long word like hippopotamus.

e Support your child to write their name using their name card and using the Little Wandle letter formation phrases. Encourage them to copy their name
card then can they write their name without their name card.

e Reuvisit all the nursery rhymes and songs of the week that your child has learnt so far.
